Luke 16:19 - 31
We have been exploring the account of Lazerus and the rich man for the last few weeks.

In his life the rich man had all the comforts that he needed.  Howbeit he considered neither the source nor the purpose for his riches or his comforts.  Because of man’s fallen nature, God has allowed different levels of blessing and accountability.  If we are blessed of God with riches and comforts on earth, the purpose is to reach out to those who do not have the level of blessing that we have been given.  Those who have fallen victim to circumstance and sin need to see the love of Jesus Christ through our hands, our words and our deeds.

This is the power of our witness to others.  I Peter 2:9 says, “You are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood an holy nation, a peculiar people that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.”

God loved you so much that He sent his Son, to reach into the darkness so deep that He stood in the pit of Hell to draw you into the light of His salvation.  There has never been a greater love or power in all the world than the power of His love!

He doesn’t want you to go to that awful place called Hell, where the worm does not die, and the fire is not quenched.  He died to spare you from that torment.

Will you receive Him into your heart today?  Once and for all. Let Him make a difference in your life.  He wants to walk with you, and He wants to talk with you every day.  He wants to share the wonders of His creation, and open the windows of heaven to pour out blessings upon you.  IF you will receive HIM.
