Prayer of the Feast of Tabernacles:
Blessed are You, O Lord our God, King of the universe, who has sanctified us by His commandments, and instructed us concerning the waving of the palm branch.”
Blessed are You, O Lord our God, King of the universe, for keeping us in life, for sustaining us, and for helping us reach this day.

Read: Psalms 27

Matthew 9:20 – 22

This weekend we have presented ourselves before the Lord for a tri-fold healing – body, soul, and spirit.  The purpose of having two services a day and two calls to prayer was to purge your spirit-man of carnality or worldliness, and sin.  There was also a plea for you to turn off your televisions for the weekend, and stay in bible reading and prayer.  These were designed to prepare you to receive healing, and connect you to the Word of God.  
Psalms 107:20 says, “He sent His word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions.”  How did His Word heal?

In John 1:1 scripture proclaims:  “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the word was God.  Verse 14 goes on to describe how the Word of God manifested itself on earth:  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.  Jesus Christ was the logos of God manifested in flesh and blood.

We don’t give enough importance to the words that we speak, but if we would be more conscious, we would come to believe that life and death are in the power of the tongue.  When you speak the Word of God into your situation, it breathes the LIFE of God into the outcome.

So, when the Word of God became flesh, “He was wounded for our transgressions he was bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”  He took a beating to secure healing for your body.  The healing has already been bought and paid for by the Lord.  To receive it, you have to spiritually position yourself to step into the power of the blood that flowed from His wounds.  For it is in the blood that you receive life, thereby reversing the death of your infirmity.  Injuries are different.  They may require a miracle or even a creative miracle to correct. But they are corrected by the same principle.  

You have to come to the place where you believe that Jesus Christ is the Messiah, able to save you to the uttermost, heal your wounded soul, as well as your body. 

The woman with the issue of blood had exhausted every resource for healing and all of her assets.  When she heard about a man called Jesus, she believed that He was more than a great healer.  She believed that He was the Messiah that was prophesied of old.  Being a Jew she was well informed of the scriptures that prophesied of a Messiah, the Sun of righteousness that would arise with healing in his wings.”  Only the Messiah would be able to bring the healing that she so desperately needed.

But why did she want to touch the “hem of his garment”?
In Deuteronomy 22:12 God commanded the children of Israel and bid them that they make fringes in the borders of their garments throughout their generations, and it shall be unto you for a fringe, that ye may look upon it, and remember all the commandments of the Lord.”  The hem or fringe of the garment indicated the rank of the wearer.  The removal of the hem or fringe also signified a loss of power, position or personality.  A woman’s hem or fringe was cut off by her husband in divorce; when David spared Saul’s life, he took evidence that he had him in his power—he cut of the dkirt hem of Saul’s robe, which would have included the fringes.  The cutting off the fringe of Saul’s robe was of very great significance, which Saul understood well.  David had taken Saul’s status – the fringe of his robe identified him as king.  The next day Saul said, “Now I kow you will be King.”

Six million Jews would not fit into the Tabernacle in the Wilderness.  The word talith is made up of 2 Hebrew words: tal meaning tent; and ith meaning little.  The talith or prayer shawl served as their own private sanctuary where they could meet with God. Each man would pull it up over his head, forming a tent!  They would begin to chant and sing their Hebrew songs and call upon God.  It was intimate, private, and set apart from anyone else…enabling them to focus on God.  This was their prayer closet!
When the woman with the issue of blood said within herself, “If I may but touch the hem of His garment, I shall be whole.”  The English word hem is a translation of a Greek word meaning a tassel of twisted wool.  In Jesus day, Jewish men wore a simple tunic both at home and at work.  When appearing in public, they would cover their tunic with a large rectangular cloth which draped over the shoulder and fell to the ankles.  Hanging from the end of each of its four borders were fringes.  These borders were also called wings.
  During the first century there were several traditions associated with the tassels  concerning Messiah.  One was that these knotted fringes possessed healing powers.  This tradition stemmed from Malachi’s prophecy that the “Sun of Righteousness would arise with healing in his wings.”
The woman with the issue of blood was raised with these traditions, which explained why it was so important that she touch the border or “wing” of Jesus.  Under his prayer cloth, Jesus could be said to “be dwelling in the secret place of the Most High and under His wings!”  Psalms 91:1 – 4.

This is the reason that she was instantly healed!  Reaching out to touch the fringes was an expression of her faith that Jesus was the Messiah – the Son of the Living God.  

We have learned that:

· He wants to heal you.

· He paid for your healing

· He has been given all authority to heal you

· His healing power fulfills scripture that He is the Son of God.
Jesus is the same yesterday today and forever.  Today, the Lord is reaching out to heal you.  

· First you must repent
· Second, we will be taking communion

· After the communion you will be anointed; and

· Finally you will reach out and touch the tassel or tzitzit to believe God for your healing.

Bible Manners and Customs: The Prayer Shawl.


� In Numbers 15:38 the word translated border or corner is a Hebrew word which can also be translated wings as it is some seventy-six times in the biblical text.  For this reason the corners of the prayer shawl are often called wings.  Each tassel [or tzitzit] consists of five double knots and eight threads, a total of thirteen elements.  This number added to six hundred, the Hebraic numerical value of the word tzitzit points to the six hundred and thirteen commandments of the Torah.  –Sound of the Trumpet Publication.
