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I have used this scripture repeatedly to open these messages on the anointing because Christ must b e the pattern for the flow of the anointing in your life.

In the last 3 messages on the anointing, we have explored:

1. The three levels of anointing: physical, emotional and spiritual.

2. The eyes of the anointing sees differently than the eyes of man.  
3. The purpose of the anointing is to deliver a message that the world rejects, but desperately needs.

So, how is the power in the anointing released?  It is more than the smearing or application of oil upon a person.  It is more than the call of God in a person’s life.  I have known many people who were called, and the potential for a powerful anointing was apparent to everyone.  However, they failed in their attempts to release that power and deliver the call of the ministry effectively.

The anointing has a mission statement – the power of the anointing is released when the purpose or mission is carried out according to the plan of God.  That the gospel is preached to the poor; healing is brought to the brokenhearted, liberty is proclaimed to the captives; there is recovery of sight to the blind, liberty or deliverance is offered to those who are oppressed; and the acceptable year of the Lord is proclaimed.
The first part of the answer is simple:  You must live the words of scripture on a daily basis.  Sin clogs up the flow from God – period.  You cannot have active, intentional sin in your life, and the power of the anointing.  The two will not mix.  So, the first part of the answer is you must strive to live a godly life.

We have already touched on the next part of the answer:  as the power of the anointing is released, it must be used according to the purpose or plan of God outlined in Luke 4: 18 – 19.  If it is used for worldly gain, the anointing will be like oil in a bottle that is never used.  It will become stagnate, and lose its effectiveness and power.  If the anointing is misappropriated like that of Jim Jones or other false prophets, it loses the power of God and takes on a dark, sinister power.
Where does the anointing derive its power?  The power of the anointing is derived from the flow of the anointing.  When there is no flow, the word of God, religious rituals, works and all other efforts stagnate and become contaminated with some level of sin.  In the world your sin may have been violence, the sin of a Christian whose spirit has become stagnate or contaminated may be bitterness, rebellion, stubbornness, or jealousy.  These will all stop the flow of the anointing.
Turn to Matthew 3:8.

When John was baptizing in the River of Jordan, he saw the religious rulers of the day, and gave them instructions to initiate the anointing in their life.  He said, “Bring forth (KJV) or bear (NKJV) fruit that is worthy of repentance.”  This is where the anointing begins.
By its very definition, the anointing is associated with oil.  Most churches use olive oil to anoint those who come for prayer.  To obtain the oil from the olives, the first step is to produce the olives.  Once the crop is harvested the next step is called extraction.
To start, the olives go through a cleansing process, then, they are pitted.

GRINDING THE OLIVES INTO A PASTE
The second step is crushing the olives into a paste. The purpose of crushing is to tear the flesh cells to facilitate the release of the oil from the vacuoles. This step can be done with stone mills, metal tooth grinders, or various kinds of hammermills.
MALAXING THE PASTE
Malaxing (mixing) the paste for 20 to 45 minutes allows small oil droplets to combine into bigger ones.  It is an indispensible step. 
 
SEPARATING THE OIL FROM THE VEGETABLE WATER AND SOLIDS
The next step consists in separating the oil from the rest of the olive components.
  The oil is then left in tanks or barrels where a final separation, if needed, happens through gravity. This is called racking the oil. Finally the oil can be filtered, if desired.

� The paste can be heated or water added during this process to increase the yield, although this generally results in 


lowering the quality of the oil.  The most common mixer is a horizontal trough with spiral mixing blades. Longer mixing times increase oil yield but allows a longer oxidation period that decreases shelf life.

is now done by centrifugation, except in old facilities. Some centrifuges are called three-phase because they separate the oil, the water, and the solids separately. The two-phase centrifuges separate the oil from a wet paste. In most cases, the oil coming out of the first centrifuge is further processed to eliminate any remaining water and solids by a second centrifuge that rotates faster.
